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2. PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
2.1 To seek appointments to the three Internal Drainage Boards operating within 

South Kesteven and to inform members of recent changes to the Local 
Government Association Urban Commission. 

 
3. DETAILS OF REPORT  
 
 Internal Drainage Boards - vacancies 
 
3.1 South Kesteven District Council nominates representatives to a number of 

varying outside bodies. The majority of appointments are for a four-year period 
which usually coincides with the quadrennial elections. Other appointments 
have different durations or run between different dates. The appointment to 
some of the bodies to which SKDC nominates representatives has expired. 

 
3.2 The Council is asked to make appointments to the three Internal Drainage 

Boards that operate within South Kesteven. Current representatives to those 
Boards are listed below:

3.3 Appointments cover the period from March 2014 to March 2017. Any 

appointments made will be reconsidered as appropriate following the district 
council elections in May 2015.

3.4 The Council has previously made annual appointments to the Local 

Government Association Urban Commission 
 
3.5  The LGA has recently undertaken a major review of its governance structures. 

The proposals from the review were agreed at a Special Meeting of the LGA 
General Assembly on 23 January. One of the changes agreed is the 
establishment of a new Cities Regions Board. This will meet four times a year 
and its work will include growth, transport infrastructure, skills and wider public 
service reform. The new Board and an annual Urban Conference will provide 
the focus for future work on cities and urban policy and, as a result, the General 
Assembly agreed to disband the Urban Commission. No future appointment will 
be required to that Board 

 
4. OTHER OPTIONS CONSIDERED 
 
4.1 The Council could decline to make an appointment or appointments unless 

 there was any legal requirement to do so.

5.1 Travelling expenses are payable to Councillors who attend meetings of outside 

bodies to which they have been appointed by the Council. Provision is made 
with the Legal and Democratic Services budget for the payment of travel 
expenses.
