Inspire+ are seeking the opportunity to establish a 
hub to serve the community and meet the need in the 
local area. It has been identified that a section of land 
in Dysart Park in Grantham could potentially provide 
a base for this community provision. Initial 
conversations with partners suggest that this would 
be well received by the local community and that it 
would assist with current issues around anti-social 
behaviour in the park. There would be two key 
themes to the programmes taking place at the hub – 
firstly a wide range of community focused activities 
and secondly support for local schools and the 
education sector, by delivering alternative provision. 
There will also be opportunity to serve across the 
district communities, with outreach in other towns 
and villages utilising the equipment, programmes and 
resources from the hub. 
 
The funding would enable a fenced area within the 
park to be secured and complete initial ground works 
to then create a timber canopy classroom area and 
wooden storage sheds. It will also be used to 
purchase all of the equipment required to deliver a 
varied community programme and alternative 
provision curriculum. This equipment will be used in 
our outreach work across the communities of South 
Kesteven
